Banquet Speaker
Brad Mattes, President of
Life Issues Institute

Bradley Mattes 1s president of Life
Issues Institute, the pro-life grassroots
partner of the Susan B. Anthony List
Education Fund, headguartered in
Cincinnati, Ohio. The organization
was founded by pro-life pioneer Dr.
John C. Willke 1n 1991 to serve the ed-
ucational needs of the pro-life move-
ment. Its primary objective 1s to
globally develop and disseminate effec-
tive pro-life educational material.

For eight seasons, Brad was host
and executive producer of Facing Life
Head-On, a weekly pro-life TV pro-
gram that was available to more than
100 million homes in the US and Can-
ada. The program earned three Re-
gional Emmy® awards and several
other industry accolades before production ceased 1n 2015.

Brad also hosts Life Issues, a daily radio commentary on abortion
and other life 1ssues. Carried on nearly 1,200 radio outlets across the
US, the program was recognized by Naticnal Religicus Broadcasters
with the 2016 Radioc Impact Award.

Brad has also hosted various half-hour radio programs on such top-
ics as the anniversary of Roe v. Wade, adoption, men and abortion and
US Supreme Court vacancies. Brad is president of the International
Right to Life Federation and a frequent international speaker and lec-
turer on abortion and related life 1ssues. He works with other countries
to establish a pro-life educational and counseling presence. He also 1s
chairman of the board of directors of the Terri Schiave Life and Hope
Network, working to protect vulnerable individuals and educate others
on end-of-life 1ssues.

Brad has done considerable anecdotal research on the effects of
abortion on men, and his writings on this topic have been printed 1n US
and international publications. He has a master's degree in Biblical
Studies and Biblical Counseling from Master's International Univer-
sity of Divinity and has written undergraduate and post-graduate
courses on men and abortion.

A veteran of the pro-life cause, Brad has more than 42 years of edu-
catiocnal, political and humanitarian experience. Currently, he serves
to protect innccent human life as Peer counselor to men who've lost a
child to abortion, media spokesperson for television, radioc and newspa-
pers and Speaker at pro-life banguet and educational events.

The following account is how the adoption came to pass
in the words of Mike and Jill Wininger..

The Adoption Story

Adoption has been on Jill’s heart from a very young age. Jill has al-
ways said she wanted to have one or two biological children and adopt
one or two of her children. When we started dating and discussing mar-
riage, adoption was a topic of discussion and we both knew it would be a
part of our lives one day. We got married in the summer of 2012 and the
following vear, decided we were ready to start our family. We got preg-
nant quickly but unfortunately miscarried baby Wininger. We were
devastated. We would have to go through this grueling process two
more times and each time was harder than the first. After multiple doc-
tor visits and months of trying to conceive, we decided adoption was
how we were going to grow our family.

It was an easy decision for us to choose to adopt domestically in-
stead of internationally. We both felt that God was calling us to adopt
close to home. We met with an adoption agency 1n March 2016 to start
our adoption journey. In December 2016 we got a call that a birth
mother had selected our profile and wanted to meet with us. Oh, and
that the baby was due in January. To this day, that is one of the best
phone calls we have ever received. We were blessed to get to meet with
Miss Whitney and her parents in Greenwood where they lived. It was
at that dihner we learned she was having a baby boy. We had two
names picked out and let her decide what to name the baby. She picked
Eljjah and we couldn’t have been happier (that was our top choice, too).

We were blessed to be able to be in the labor room and delivery with
Miss Whitney. The moment our Eli was brought in to this world was
the moment our lives changed forever. I don’t think either of us thought
our hearts could hold so much love. Miss Whitney has chosen not to
have an open adoption. We respect her decision and pray for her daily.
El prays for Miss Whitnhey every night before he goes to bed and she
will always be honored in our house.

After Ell was a vear, we decided to go see a fertility specialist to see
if Jill would be able to conceive and carry a baby to term. This led to a
surgery and medication that ultimately did not end up 1n a pregnanecy.
In August 2018 we decided we were ready to grow our family again by
adoption. We decided to adopt through adoption lawyers this time




around and met with a lawyer at his office 1n Indianapolis on Friday,
September 21st. On Sunday, September 23rd we were at our church’s
fall festival and Jill gets a call from our lawyer. He stated that he had
an emergency situation and needed an adoptive family. A beautiful
baby gir]l was born the day before and he did not have a family for this
baby. The next few hours were a blur for us. We were able to FaceTime
with Miss Lorena and see our beautiful baby girl for the first time.

After we FaceTimed, our lawyer called us and said she wanted us to
adopt her baby girl and to get to Fort Wayne as fast as we could. We
kissed Eli goodbye, ran home, grabbed as many neutral baby clothes as
we could find, and headed north. We always knew Anna Louise was the
name we wanted to give our baby girl so thankfully we didn’t have to
scratch our heads for a name! We are blessed to have an open adoption
with Miss Lorena and plan to visit with her four times a year.

Adoption is beautiful but there is always brokenness that comes
with adoption. These two birth moms have provided more joy to our
lives than they will ever be able to understand, but our joy comes from
their heartbreak. We thank God daily these women chose life for their
children. Their love for their babies is evident in thelr decision.

HISTORY OF DAVIESS COUNTY RIGHT
TO LIFE INC.

The Daviess County Right To Life Organization was founded in
November of 1976 when a small group of people met and decided it was
time to form an organization in Daviess County to promote life and work to
overturn the Roe vs. Wade Decision which legalized abortion in 1973. A
group from Evansville was instrumental in helping our organization get
started. Some of the individuals from Daviess County helping to form the
organization was Bob Johnson Pastor of Plainville Christian Church along
with Ben Ray & Eva Bean, Pastor of Bethany Christian Church, along with
Bernie & Alma Wichman, Bill & Josephine Wichman, Margaret Wichman
and Vic Hopkins. Bob Johnson became the first president of the
organization.

Daviess County Right To Life held its first Banquet in November of
1977 with Wayne Smith as the Speaker, and it was held at the Plainville
Lions Club Building in Plainville. We have held a banquet each year since
that time, and this has become the highlight of the year for the organization
as hundreds of pro-life people come together to renew their effort in the
fight against abortion in this country. After the first Banquet was held in
Plainville the Banquet was then held at Washington High School for two
years and then moved to the Ruritan Building in Montgomery for the next
26 of 27 years with the exception of the Gasthot Restaurant in 1997 before
moving to the Simon J. Graber Building which will be the third year. Each
time it was moved to accommodate the larger crowds that attend the
Banquets.

In 1980 Daviess County RTL was put on the Map when our Banquet
was held at the Montgomery Ruritan Building as Dr. Jack Willke and Barb
Willke spoke to the nearly 500 who attended this event. The Pro-Life
Movement was just coming on the National scene, and National CBS sent
a film crew from Chicago to cover this event. The State Right To Life
President attended along with Dan Quayle who was running against
Senator Birch Bayh made a guest appearance. Film clips from this event
were seen on National TV on the CBS Morming Show a day later. The
reason the film crew came was to find out why the grass roots pro-life
movement was growing so fast and to gage the impact it might have on the
1980 elections, and it did not take long to find out. The film crew could not




get over the large crowd that attended in this rural area and was impressed
with Southern Indiana Hospitality. Future Banquet Speakers have
included major names in the pro-life movement and national figures.

Daviess County Right To Life Organization has been instrumental in
helping other Right To Life Groups in our area to form or to give them a
helping hand either with donations or with organizational help for their
organization. Daviess County Right To Life has been very much involved
on the State Level as our local President has not only served as State
President but has served on the National Right To Life Board of Directors
representing Indiana. Daviess Co. RTL has not only been active in our
local area but have been active on the State and Federal level as well.
Daviess County Right To Life Organization does not receive funding
grants or donations from State or Federal organizations of any kind. The
only sources of income for the Organization is from donations from its
members and Paper Drives which was started back in 1978 and continues
to this day. Daviess Co. RTL opened an office on Main Street in
Washington in the early part of 1998, and thru the efforts of then President
Donna Gentry opened the Pregnancy Care Center in January of 1999. The
Center has now grown where it has its own identity and office staff and
serves hundreds of'individuals each year. The Pregnancy Care Center and
Daviess County Right To Life Organization now share offices in the lower
level of the Grace Baptist Church on Troy Road in Washington.

In the years of existence Daviess County Right To Life has only had
three Presidents, Bob Johnson from 1976 to 1978, Louis Kavanaugh Jr.
from 1978-1995, Donna Gentry from 1995 to 2006 and Louie Kavanaugh
Jr. has returned to the office of President in January of 2007 to the present
time. Daviess County Right to Life has been very blessed with so many
dedicated people who have given so much of their time and effort for the
organization. Daviess County RTL has promoted life and worked against
abortion thru Radio and Newspaper ads, Booths at Fairs and Montgomery
Turkey Trot, put on programs at churches and schools and have lobbied
our elected officials to support pro-life legislation. Although we are small
in numbers, we have individuals who give it their all for the organization.

Our Organization was hit hard in January of 2011 while honoring
Donna Gentry with a Memorial Bench at the site of the First Pregnancy
Care Center She suddenly took ill and died a few days later. It was a shock
to the organization and to her family and friends who knew her well. She




was the founder of the Pregnancy Care Center and served as President of
the Daviess Co. RTL for 1995-2006 and worked tireless for the
organization. Many projects she undertook was a real shot in the arm not
only to the organization but to the pro-life movement. She ran for State
Representative on two occasions and nearly upset a long term incumbent
in her first try for public office.

Although we have made history in the past, we truly hope the history
we make in the future will be that all lives of the unborn are protected from
conception to natural death. May God Bless our all of us in our work and
Bless our Country!

Near Montgomery, Site Where Daviess Co. RTL
Held Meeting for Many Years

The picture above of the old Bethany Christian Church west of
Montgomery on Hwy 50 was taken just two days before the church was taken
down. This was the site where Daviess County Right To Life held its meetings
for many vears. After the first meeting was held at the YMCA in Washington
the meetings were moved to Bethany Church in 1976. Ben Bean who was the
Pastor there for over 40 years invited the Right To Life to hold their meetings
at the church and Ben Bean became the Vice President and held that position
for many years. Ben & Eva Bean were very hospitable to the Right to Life
members, and many lasting friendships were made because of Ben’s invitation
to the Right To Life.

When Donna Gentry took over as President, and the Pregnancy Care Center
was started in January of 1999, the meefings were then moved to the Main
Street location of the PCC on Main Street in Washington. After the building
sold, the Right To Life & the PCC were moved to 608 West Walnut Street in
September of 2004. In November of 2008 the Right To Life and the PCC
movedto the present location on 705 Troy Road in the lower level of the Grace
Baptist Church. They are very pleased with the location and the facilities.

It was sad to see the church taken down, but the membership of the church
had grown so much they built a new church on highway 57 south of
Washington. The old church was taken down on Monday August 11, and it
took several days for the clean up. The old site of Bethany Christian Church
will always have a soft spot in our hearts, and we will remember Ben & Eva
Bean and the many hours we worked together on the many functions for
Daviess RTL and the Support they gave us. We will always remember those
dedicated members who worked so hard to start Daviess County Right To
Life, especially the Wichman Family who are too nummerous to name here.
‘We will always remember those early days and thank those who gave so much
in the fight against Abortion. God Bless Them!

Paper Drives Continue for Right to Life Organization

Mike Wichman who is now in charge of the Right To Life Paper Drives took over
after his Dad Bemie Wichman got sick in 2002 and passed away. Bernie Wichman
took care of the Paper Drives from the beginning back in 1978 until his health failed,
and Mike, his son, took up the torch. Mike has always helped at the drives and along
with his brothers Chuck and Steve Wichman were always dependable help for the
drives. In fact, the the Wichman Family has always been well represented at the Paper
Drives. Beginning with Bemie and his brothers Bill and Bob and Bernie's children and
other members of the Wichman Family, we could not have done it without them.
Bernie’s wife Alma always made the sandwiches and got the soft drinks for the crew.
When Alma got sick and was unable to do it anymore, their daughter Mary Jo
“Wichman” Sellers took over and does it to this day. Mary Jo was also the Treasurer for
the Daviess Co. Right To Life for many vears and has continued the tradation of the
Wichman family helping out at these paper drives. Many of the Wichman
Grandchildren have helped at one time or another and continue to do so to this day.

The Paper Drives started back in 1978 at the parking lot next to Washington
Catholic School, then moved to old 3-D Plaza, then to the old Big Blue Parking lot and
then to Old K-Mart Parking lot, to the Fastenal lot and now back to the Tractor Supply
Parking Lot (Old K-Mart Lot.) Over the years the Paper Drives would fill a full semi in
one day, but now because of the cut back in newsprint it may take two drives or more to
fill a semi-trailor. In the last several years the Right To Life has started recvcling
alumium cans, and this has proved to be very benificial to the group. At one time the
Paper Drives also took magazines, but we do not have an outlet to sell them and that
was discontinued vears ago.

The Paper Drives are held the first Sat. of the even months ofthe year with the main
location at the Tractor Supply Parking lot in Washington. We have pickup points at
Plainville, Odon, Elnora, and Montgomery. Over the vears it is estimated we have
saved a thousand or more tons of paper from going to the landfill and in the process
helped the local RTL Organization to promote life. At one point the Paper Drives were
the main source of income for the organization but now our donations have increased
and have helped the organization to do even more in the battle against abortion. We
thank everyone for their support of these drives and hope you will continue to recxycle.

Placing the Bench/Monument at the site where the Pregnancy Care Center was
founded in January of 1999 was done by Daviess County Right To Life
Organization to highlight the significance of that endeavor. This bench would also
honor Donna Gentry who was the founder of the Pregnancy Care Center and honor
the many lives she has been able to touch, the many people she has helped and for
her many accomplishments in the pro-life movement. The wotk of the Pregnancy
Care Center would nothave been possible without the dedication of Donna Gentry
te see it through.

Ever so often you come across an individual who has made such a huge impact
on their community, and this has been evident in Donna Gentry’s passing. The
impact by Gentry was evident by the many people who paid their respects and to
the large crowd who attended her Funeral. Donna’s Granddaughter Brianne
Rainey said it best as she ended her remarks at the Funeral. “We remember her as
a great woman, buf she wasn’t, she was a simple woman that did great things
through Jesus.”

Donna’s spirit will live on in the pro-life work she has started.

"What is happening to America because of abortion?"

The United States of Americais truly an amazing country to live in; however, [
do not agree with all the ideas and/or laws that make it up. I do not agree with
abortion or the idea of taking another’s life. What is happening to the American
people because of it s terrifying.

A recent study done in 2011 was published by the British Journal of Psychiatry.
“The study examined medical information from 877,000 women, of which
164,000 had an abortion; the women who had an abortion were 81 percent more
likely to experience mental health struggles,” (“How Does Abortion Affect
Mental Health? Does It Have an Affect,” 2018). Mental health problems and
substance abuse have been linked to women who have had abortions. Depression,
anxiety, and abuse of alcohol and marijuana are some of the things commonly seen
among women who aborted their babies. Many of the women with these
conditions atre not treated or do not want to receive help.

My generation has become almost desensitized to abortion. A lot of yvoung
people don’t see it as the unjust killing of a human life. When the idea of abortion
first came out, people were horrified. Now, for too many, it is just something we
grew up with and don’t think twice about. Increasingly, abortion has become
something that is accepted and sympathized with in America. People have begun
to see abortion as another form of contraception. If a condom or birth control
doesn’t work and the woman somehow becomes pregnant, abortion is the deadly
alternative.
